Our attendance is still a steady 16 souls. The contributions since my last report in March 

were: $436, $921, $445, $442, $515, $595, $1,160, $582, $425. This is a weekly average for the two 

month period of $613.44.

For this 

we are grateful and we do not forget the sacrifices that others make so that we can devote our 

energy in preaching and working in the Lordõs vineyard here in Connecticut. Thanks, brethren!! 

 

IRS SAGA: 

 
 It is still unsettled. I donõt know anymore about the resolution of tax years 2004 and 2005 

(and by implication, 2006), than I wrote about in my last report. Iõm sure happy that I have a CPA 

handling these government people from the IRS. Here is the last comm uniqué I received from my 

CPA after I inquired of him regarding the IRS Audit status:  òHi Keith, She called looking to 

commence the 2005 audit.   I wrote her, again, requesting a resolution on 2004 first.   I also requested 
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that the 2005 audit be transferred  to an IRS office local to me. That was this past Tuesday. I await a 

response. I also called the taxpayer advocate's office to see if I can get assistance in closing 2004 .ó 

 

 The brethren of the Lakeview congregation in Columbus, IN, notified me that they will 

increase my support by $250/month, in anticipation of the back tax burden that will occasion itself 

upon us at some point in the near future. My CEO (my wife) is putting that money aside for the said 

upcoming  IRS bill, whatever it is finally determin ed to be. Of course, even the $250 will be taxed. 

Iõm in hopes at least my CPA can prevail in the one remaining argument we have, since we already 

lost one (concerning all individual gifts and one time monies from outside the Wallingford 

congregationñitõs all regular income, subject to income and self -employment taxes).
